Army Acquisition Policy, Army Regulation (AR) 70-1 Has Been Released for Formal Staffing

Good news!  Army Regulation 70-1, Army Acquisition Policy, has been released for formal staffing.  This is the final “up-or-down” staffing of AR 70-1, Army Acquisition Policy.  Our “major input” staffing took place last year.  (After we received your input, the AR was put on hold as the DoD 5000-series was redone twice between then and now.)  


The draft AR is posted on Army Knowledge Online (AKO) for your review.  We have developed an automated Data Comment Tracking Database for you to use for
submitting comments.  Initially, all comments will be submitted using the Data Comment Tracking system.  After reviewing the regulation, each organization must provide a statement of concurrence or non-concurrence.  The suspense for responses is 

August 22, 2003. 


If you have observations or comments that will improve the regulation, we invite those (please be specific); however, be advised that the majority of what is new here is supported by approved policy statements.  We do not envision that much will change.  


For those of you who may be new in this process, this is what we have done:

· Aligned the regulation with the new Defense Acquisition Model and the 

      May 12, 2003 edition of the DoD 5000-series.

· Aligned the regulation with the just-published CJCSI 3170.01C, Joint Capabilities Integration and Development System.

· Incorporated the policy statements that have been issued since slightly before the regulation was last published in December 1997.  (We hope we have found them all.)  Those that were issued by either the Army Acquisition Executive or the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Acquisition, Logistics and Technology), we have rescinded by virtue of their inclusion within the regulation.  For those we did not issue, we have included the policy statements from them and cited them in the “memoranda” list at Appendix C of the draft.

· We have increased the expression of concern about the supportability of our systems, as well as the Test and Evaluation efforts required to successfully deliver capability to our users.


This staffing of the AR is not a battleground for new (i.e., previously unpublished) policy.  Also, be advised that the responsibilities for your respective organizations as listed in Chapter 2 must line up with those assigned within AR 10-5 and General Order 3.

Manzione, PE, Chief of the Environmental Technology Team for the U.S. Army Communication and Electronics Command Research, Development and Engineering Center (Fort Belvoir), latest recipient of the Army Materiel Command Engineer of the Year Award.  EPA’s appreciation of the efforts our systems engineers make toward resolving environmental issues is important to the Army’s continuing ability to negotiate with EPA during rulemaking.  Efforts such as these show the willingness of the Army Acquisition Community to be stewards of the environment.

AKO is your passport to Army information, breaking news, documents, Internet communication, and much more.  The Portal allows soldiers and DA civilians to quickly find and receive the latest knowledge on subjects of their choosing.  Portal users gain quick access to Army installation and travel information, training links, the latest Army news, and other knowledge centers across the Army.  All Army members are encouraged to use AKO and its training tools, which make it more serviceable and meaningful to the individual user.

The AKO Portal https://www.us.army.mil/portal/portal_home.jhtml is the official knowledge management tool for the U.S. Army.  The AKO Portal can be accessed from https://www.army.mil under Quick Links by clicking on Army Knowledge Online on the right side of the screen.  Before you sign in to AKO, you can learn more about AKO by selecting 'Take the AKO Tutorial - Text Version, -Audio Version' located under AKO Help on the left of the AKO Portal home screen.  Listed below are links to several training tools that will help you to increase your knowledge about AKO.
